· During my Final Research Project, I synthesised new carbon basic materials. In Málaga, under the supervision of Prof. Guerrero-Pérez, I synthesised these materials and I characterised them through several techniques. I had to start up a new method for surface titration in order to calculate the number of acid/basic sites and their strength. Nobody in my group had used this technique before. I also performed TPD, XPS, N2 and CO2 adsorptions and XRD patterns; so, I had to deal with different characterisation techniques. The activity tests for these carbons, including several leaching studies, were performed in the context of a collaboration with ITQ (Instituto de Tecnología Química) for the isomerisation of lactose (present in whey, a biomass waste) to lactulose (a molecule that found applications in pharmaceutical and food industries). I performed all the experimental work regarding synthesis and characterisation of these materials and prepared the first draft of the paper, which finally was accepted for publication in Catalysis Today. I also presented the project as an oral communication in an international conference that was held in Valencia.

Some preliminary results have been accepted as oral communications and will be presented in two events: an international conference that will be held in Córdoba (Spain) next June:  “1st International Workshop on Biorefinery of Lignocellulosic Materials”; and at the meeting of the Spanish Society of Carbons that will be held in Alicante (Spain) next October.
